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Award Renamed in Honor of Millwood School Alumnus

The faculty chooses a student who has demonstrated
such actions by always reaching out to others, by showing sensitivity at all times, and by being equally
kind to adults, peers, and younger children.

The recipient of the Taylor Lane Anderson Humanitarian Award is Megan Martin, who completed g
grade at Millwood School and will be starting high school at Trinity Episcopal School in the fall. Mrs.
Anderson, Taylor’s mother, spoke to the assembled students and parents, and presented the award to
